4. Expedite process of applying for and being granted firearm licenses for self-
defence; 

5. Employ private sector expertise in policing. 

6. Fast track former police and army members as police reservists.  

7. Increase staffing and resources for Family Violence, Child Protection and 
Sexual Offences units and expert prosecutors;
